During his studies, Lauri turned his aten�on to bows, atending the 
BVMA course and VSA Oberlin summer courses, before star�ng at Florian Leonhard Fine Violins in 
2015. Lauri has a great interest in the working methods of old violins and bow makers, and enjoys 
reading historical woodworking publica�ons. Lauri also lent his services as a bow restorer to the Royal 
Academy of Music between 2016-2023. Since january 2023 Lauri has devided his �me between 
London and his former home city Helsinki in Finland.
