Depending on the 
number of selected participants and the selected work, one or 
two movements or the entire work may be played. 

Application 
Candidates applying to perform with the Bodensee Philharmonic 
Orchestra should submit a video with their SIMA application sho-
wing the work they would like to play with the orchestra.  
A preliminary selection will be made based on the videos  
submitted. The candidates selected on the basis of the recordings 
will perform in the final round at the beginning of SIMA 2026  
before a jury consisting of SIMA lecturers chaired by the artistic 
director. The jury will then decide on the spot who will be selec-
ted as soloist with orchestra for the SIMA final concert.
